1. Scope

This addendum applies until further notice.
It sets out changes and exceptions to our normal behaviour policy. Pupils, parents and staff should continue to follow our normal behaviour policy with respect to anything not covered in this addendum.

We may need to amend or add to this addendum as circumstances or official guidance changes. We will communicate any changes to staff, parents and pupils.
2. Expectations for pupils in school
2.1 New rules

When pupils are in school, we expect them to follow the normal school rules in terms of behaviour but there will be some additional rules set out below to keep themselves and the rest of the school community safe.

Staff will be familiar with these rules and will make sure they are followed consistently. 
There will be visual reminders in classrooms and on display around the school building.

Parents should also read the rules and ensure that their children are familiar with the new procedures that have been put in place. Parents should contact school if they have any issues or queries about the new guidance/rules. We will support families to enable all pupils to fully integrate back into school life taking into account any changes to the usual arrangements. A letter with details of all these new arrangements has been sent out to parents and is available on the school website.
In order to provide a safe learning environment for our pupils, we have put protective measures in place to reduce risks. 

Entering/exiting

· Only one parent/carer should bring/collect their child to/from school. 

· Staff will be present on the school yard, where there will be designated parking spaces. Both parent and pupil should remain in the car until approached by a member of staff who will let the pupil know when it is safe to go to their classroom.  Parents/carers will not be allowed to accompany the pupil into school. 

· If pupils walk to school with parents/carers, they will be met by a member of staff who will take them to their classroom.

· On arrival pupils must dispose of face coverings in a lidded bin or place reusable face coverings in a plastic bag to take home.  They must then wash their hands

· The office can be accessed by the intercom outside. Where someone needs to enter the office, a strict “one in, one out” policy is in place.

· If parents need to speak to a member of staff, they should telephone the school office to arrange a telephone discussion or meeting

Year Groups 

· Pupils will remain within their class and year groups when in school 

· Pupils will not be able to mix with pupils from other year groups

· Pupils should adhere to social distancing measures wherever possible

· Each year group will be allocated their own area on the yard/field (a map showing designated areas is included with this addendum) 

· A different entrance/exit is designated to each class.  Classes will enter and exit the building via their form room fire doors. 
· Pupils will be accessing school corridors only to transition to lessons and use the toilet and this will be supervised by teaching assistants to ensure social distancing is observed.

Rooms

· Pupils will move around school to whichever classrooms their lessons are in.  This will be under the supervision of a TA.  All classes must walk on the left of the corridor.

· Each pupil will be allocated their own seat in each classroom on a seating plan

· A quarantine room is available if a pupil should present with symptoms

· Pupils should bring their own stationary into school if possible 

· Classrooms have hand washing facilities, in addition to hand sanitizer, antibacterial wipes, latex gloves and tissues 

· Classroom windows/doors will be left open for ventilation purposes. 

· Pupils are encouraged to wear face coverings when moving around school building and in communal areas outside of the classroom. 
Break/Lunch times

· During break and lunch times, pupils will use their allocated area of the yard/field

· Pupils will need to bring their own snack for breaktime as snack bar will not be available until further notice.

· Pupils eating a hot school dinner will eat in the hall on separate year group tables.

· Pupils bringing in a packed lunch will eat lunch in a designated classroom

· Pupils must not share food

· Contact games at break times will not be allowed.  However, we will be encouraging social interaction through the use of facilitated conversation and carefully selected activities chosen by staff

· Lunchtime clubs will be limited in September. An ICT/games club will be available on a rota basis
General Information

· Pupils will be required to wash their hands regularly throughout the day. 
· Pupils are encouraged to use their individual antibacterial wipes to wipe down equipment that they have used. In addition, classrooms and equipment will be thoroughly cleaned at the end of each day.

· Bags are allowed but pupils should limit the amount of equipment they bring into school each day to essentials, such as lunch boxes, hats, coats and stationery.  They will store these in lockers. PE kits should be brought to school on the appropriate day and must be taken home and washed after use 

· Pupils are required to wear school uniform. They should wear clean uniform each day
· Homework club will not be available until further notice.  Homework will be given via the schools online learning platform on the school website.

· School Council meetings will be held as class council meetings in form classrooms

· There will be no whole school assembly until further notice but Student of the Week and Credit winner certificates will be given out in forms

Important 

· Pupils must inform staff immediately if they have any symptoms
· Pupils must always follow the ‘catch it, bin it, kill it’ approach if they have any symptoms of sneezing or coughing and use the tissues and lidded pedal bins provided

· Pupils must avoid touching their mouth, nose and eyes with their hands

· Pupils must wash hands regularly and use the sanitizer provided

· Pupils must not cough or spit at or towards any other person

· Pupils may wear a suitable face covering in class if they wish as well as when moving around the school building
· If any member of a pupil’s household has symptoms, they must not come into school for 14 days
· During this 14 day self-isolation, even if they get a test which has a negative result, they must remain at home for the full 14 days
2.2 Rewards and sanctions for following rules
To help encourage pupils to follow the above rules, we will:

· continue to use the school credit system
· personal and class quick notes

· praise and recognition for pupils who are adapting well to the new systems in place

However, if pupils fail to follow these rules or deliberately flout them we will:

· give verbal reminders then recorded warnings  if this continues (as per usual system) detentions  
· call parents to inform them of this behaviour

· In  cases of  ongoing deliberate flouting of these rules, pupils will be internally excluded and parents informed

2.3 Attendance

· From September 2020, attendance is mandatory and the normal attendance procedures will be followed should pupils be absent

· Should any pupils experience high levels of anxiety which prevents them from attending, the school will contact the family and work with them to reintegrate the pupil back into school as soon as possible. This approach will be personalised.
3. Expectations for pupils at home

3.1 Remote learning rules

If pupils are not in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below.
· Complete work via the school website online learning platform 

· Complete work to the deadlines set by teachers 
· Seek help if they need it, from teachers via the subject emails 
· Alert teachers via the subject emails if they’re not able to complete work

· Use proper online conduct, such as using appropriate language in messages
3.2 Dealing with problems
If there are any problems with pupils adhering to rules around remote learning, including if they don’t engage with the remote learning set for them, we will:
· Make home phone calls to discuss any issues preventing the completion of work

· Work with pupils and families remotely to address issues identified

· Provide hard copies of work only as a last resort (to avoid cross-contamination)
4. Monitoring arrangements

We will review this policy regularly as guidance from the local authority or Department for Education is updated.
